DOWN THE DOOR _ Rated M

If you started surfing in the
early seventies your recollec-
tions of that time might possi-
bly be a bit like mine. Videos,
computers, iPods and all the
trappings of today were not be
found. To see some surfing on
the TV was a rarity and usu-
ally it was trivialized to the
point where there was no surf-
ers and only 'surfies'. | have
fond memories of my mum
calling out to me from the
lounge room when some surf
footage was to appear on the
telly with me tearing through
the house to catch the end of
it.

As such, a night out at a com-
munity hall, Opera House or
some other public place to see
a surf movie was a big night.
There you would see the latest
and greatest doing their thing
in the big waves of Hawaii with
a room full of like minded folk
all hooting and hollering at the
screen whilst usually a wailing
soundtrack featuring Carlos
Santana competed against the
din. Big wave offerings of the
day consisted of 'Five Summer
Stories", "A Sea for Yourself",
"Saltwater Wine" and "Goin'
Surfin™ - these were the Yan-
kee movies, cause they in-
variably had the big names in
big waves. Barry Kaniaapuni
still is a big name literally, but
these guys were Hawaiian and
they charged the big stuff.
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Our mags weren't the same
and neither were the movies.
No offence - we had great
surfers and some great mov-
ies but the wow factor at a surf
movie night was always the
North Shore of Hawaii. The
names and surf styles you'd
rattle off in a race with your
mates, playing spot the surfer
- Barry K, Lopez, Angie Reno,
Rory Russell, Hakman,Owl
Chapman just to name a few.
Where these guys lived was
the proving ground and if
you were a surfer with any as-
pirations of credibility, this is
where you would earn it.

Aussie surfers had always
flocked to Hawaii, but during
the winter season of 1975 their
presence could not have been
ignored. " Rip, tear and lacer-
ate" - Mark Richards, "We said
we were the best and we
were. We were number one in
Hawaii" - lan Cairns, " | see
surfing as an art form"- Wayne
'Rabbit’ Bartholomew and " In
every sport you have to have a
strong ego to succeed" - Peter
Townsend, were just some of
the quotes from these brash
young Aussies that were put-
ting quite a few Hawaiian
noses out of joint. The words
were one thing but the surfing
put substance to the words.

If you remember the time pe-
riod this movie is a great time
capsule of how it was, bearing
in mind that with a topic such
as this, there is no such thing
as fact but only perception.
The perceptions detailed here

are great with some timeless
images from that era which
brings many things from that
time back for me. A good col-
lection of yarns with a plot
which basically evolved into
the globally accepted and cor-
poratized thing we know as
surfing today. Compare the
product placement of a Light-
ning Bolt on a surfboard then
to a surfboard today!

Some great heartfelt quotes
about what surfing means to
some of these guys which I'm
sure will strike a chord with
many of those who are still
surfing today and never re-
garded it as a flash in the pan
activity. Shaun Thomson and
Rabbit are the driving forces in
the telling, giving us not only
an insight into the period but
their lives as well. Great narra-
tion by Edward Norton and a
big screen finish makes this a
must see/ must get movie. A
second disc contains heaps of
cool extras my favorite being a
Dan Merkel slideshow captur-
ing a big part of the essence
of the tale.

Check it out, well worth a look.

$45, well worth the money. If
you do end up buying it, watch
it with a couple of same vin-
tage mates.
