If you had spoken to me on 
the day, and I know a few of 
you did, you may have noticed 
that I was a bit excited about a 
design that Global Surf indus-
tries was proposing to launch 
at the Noosa Festival the fol-
lowing weekend. If you were 
to Google - meyerhoffer  - and 
see what comes up, chances 
are you might stumble across 
the web page of a Swedish 
industrial designer who has 
relocated to California and de-
signed a very unorthodox 
longboard design. The outline 
of the board resembles a fig-
ure eight or hourglass with a 
long and drawn out pintail. 
The board was featured in the 
previous days edition of the 
Daily Telegraph and appar-
ently also got some coverage 
on TV the previous week. 

 
What got me excited was that 
the design is a refinement of 
shall we say, a similar design 
which was being shaped by 
Frank Latta at Skipp's in Wol-

longong in the early 1990's. 
The Meyerhoffer is its OWN 
design but there are similari-
ties! If you do the Google 
search suggested above, you 
might be able to work back to 
the Global webpage where 
there is a video of Thomas 
Meyerhoffer ( he does not talk 
like the Swedish chef from 
the Muppets incidentally!) ex-
plaining his design concepts. 
Having seen the footage I was 
amazed because I still have a 

mint condition 8'8" Latta pin-
tail, and a lot of what Mr Mey-
erhoffer said basically cor-
rected some of the original de-
signs limitations to my mind. 
  
 My 'bottle' as they were called 
then is by far one of THE best 
boards I have owned, 
hence  my not having sold it 
after repeated offers from 
some who have ridden it to 
sell it to them. Other members 
who rode the design included 
Rod Menzies and past mem-
ber and President, Darren 
Boyd Skinner. The last eight 
years I've have been a 
keen rider of the boards of 
Forster based Bob Brown, 
cause he is a very nice bloke 
who will take the time to yarn 
about your surfing and what 
you are looking for in a 
board ,therefore, a very recep-
tive and experienced shaper 
(who shapes you the board 
that you need as opposed to 
the board you want!!) , but 
these Meyerhoffers are defi-
nitely worth a look. I will try to 
get a photo of my 'bottle' the 
next issue - the design works 
even if they look strange!!

Why do I mention this at all? 
Reason being is that Global 
Surf Industries are coming on-
board as a board sponsor for 
this years Spring Classic! I 
propose, in theory here, that a 
division in the Classic might
