His
left forearem bone was to be
drilled, a nut placed on one
side and his tendon to be
stretched back to where it
should be and attached to the
nut (anchor) to keep it all in
place!! Some holiday for Roy
so farand it was only day
three!!!

We picked him up the next
day and considering the or-
deal the poor man had been
through, he was more con-
cerned about putting us out by
having to pick him up.
